Catholic High School Admission Process
1. Students and parents attend open houses to learn about each high school.  The dates for 2011 are:

2. Parents and students choose a 1st choice school.  Parents should give careful consideration to each school’s philosophy and mission statement to make sure it is in accord with their child’s talents and abilities.


3. An application is put in at the 1st choice school with a 2nd and 3rd choice noted on the application.  (If the child is not accepted to their 1st choice school, this application and other admission information will automatically be forwarded to their 2nd and then 3rd choice schools.)

4. The student takes a placement test at their 1st choice school in December.
5. Interviews are conducted at their 1st choice school during December and January.

6. Acceptance letters are mailed out at the beginning of March.  Students will receive an acceptance letter from only one school.  It may be their second or third choice if not accepted to the others.
If you are interested in applying to non-catholic high schools in the area, please contact those schools about their admission process.  Baton Rouge Magnet High School requires a 2.5 grade point average, and their admission is decided by a lottery.
